Time Required on Campus

You will normally be in college three days per week and one to two days in work placement.

Work Experience

You will need to undertake 750 hours of industry placement during the two-year course if you select the Early Years Educator specialism, and if you select the
Assisting Teaching specialism, you will undertake 315 hours.

You will be assessed through exams, practical assessments and controlled assignments.
